CHURCH EATON ENDOWED (VA) PRIMARY SCHOOL

ADMISSIONS POLICY

The school’s Admissions Policy for 2011/2012 is outlined below.

Parents who are considering sending their children to the school should contact the Headteacher, who will be able to explain admission policy and entry arrangements and also invite them to visit the school.

The school educates children between the ages of 3 and 11.  Children are admitted to the school in September as three year olds.  There will be one year of part-time school.  Children will then be in the Reception year, in the same classroom, for a year of full-time schooling.

Policy for Admission to the Pre-Reception Year 

The admission limit for 2011/2012 is set at 22 children for the Pre-Reception Year.  There will be no more than 11 Pre-Reception children in the morning and 11 in the afternoon.  In the event of under subscription there will only be a morning option.

This number may be exceeded, provided it does not contravene School Premises Regulations and if the Headteacher can assure the Governors that this would not prejudice the provision of efficient education, or the efficient use of resources.

In the event of over-subscription the following criteria apply, taking priority as stated:

1. Relevant Children in Care.

2. Children living within the catchment area.

3. Children, (not in the catchment area) with brothers and sisters in the school at the time of admission. *
4. Other applicants will be considered according to the distance they live from the school, measured in a straight line from the main school gate to the home address. ** 

Where it is not possible to accommodate all pupils applying for places within a particular category then the Governors will allocate the available places in accordance with the remaining criteria.  If for instance, all the catchment area children cannot be accommodated, children who are catchment area and satisfy criteria 3 will receive offers of a place, followed by children who live in the catchment area and satisfy criteria 4, etc.

The above criteria apply to all applicants irrespective of age.

Children with a statement of special educational need that names the school must be admitted.  This will reduce the number of places available to applicants.

Repeat Applications

Unless there have been significant and material changes in the circumstances of the applicant, the school will not consider repeat applications in the same academic year.

Late Applications

Application forms received after the closing date will be considered alongside applicants who applied on time where there were exceptional reasons which prevented the applicant from applying by the closing date, e.g. a family changes address and was unable to apply within the deadline.

Waiting List

A waiting list, held in admission criteria order, will remain open until the end of the Autumn Term of admission and will then be discarded.

Relevant Children in Care

Children who are in the care of the local authority in accordance with section 22 of the Children Act 1989(b) and who (a) are looked after at the time an application is made and (b) in relation to whom the local authority has confirmed that the children will still be looked after at the time when the child will be admitted to school.

Home Address

The home address is considered to be the child’s along with their parent’s main and genuine principal place of residence at the time of the allocation of places i.e. where they are normally and regularly living.  If a child is resident with friends or relatives (for reasons other than legal guardianship) the friends or relative’s address will not be considered for allocation purposes.

*For admission purposes, a brother or sister is a child who lives at the same address and either: have one or both natural parents in common; are related by a parent’s marriage; are adopted or fostered by a common parent or are unrelated children who live at the same address, whose parents live as partners.

**Distances are measured using the he Local Authority Geographical Information System which calculates the distance from the home address to the school in miles.

Policy for Admission to the Reception Year

The admission limit for 2011/2012 is set at 15 for the Reception Year.  This number may be exceeded, provided it does not contravene School Premises Regulations and if the Headteacher can assure the Governors that this would not prejudice the provision of efficient education, or the efficient use of resources.

In the event of over-subscription the following criteria apply, taking priority as stated: 

1. Relevant Children in Care

2. Children living within the catchment area.

3. Children (not in the catchment area) with brothers and sisters in the school at the time of admission. *
4. Other applicants will be considered according to the distance they live from the school, measured in a straight line from the main school gate to the home address. **
Where it is not possible to accommodate all pupils applying for places within a particular category then the Governors will allocate the available places in accordance with the remaining criteria.  If for instance, all the catchment area children cannot be accommodated, children who are catchment area and satisfy criteria 3 will receive offers of a place, followed by children who live in the catchment area and satisfy criteria 4, etc.

The above criteria apply to all applicants irrespective of age.

Children with a statement of special educational need that names the school must be admitted.  This will reduce the number of places available to applicants.

Deferred Entry

The school will consider requests to retain a place in Reception where parents wish to defer their child’s entry until January in the same academic year.  Where it is possible to offer a place, deferral will be supported if the request is made at the normal time of admission.  Parents are not able to defer entry beyond the academic year for which the original application was accepted.

School Entry

Parents can request that their child attends part time until the child reaches compulsory school age.  Such requests will be accommodated where it appears to be in the best interests of the child.

Repeat Applications

Unless there have been significant and material changes in the circumstances of the applicant, the school will not consider repeat applications in the same academic year.

Late Applications

Application forms received after the closing date will be considered alongside applicants who applied on time where there were exceptional reasons which prevented the applicant from applying by the closing date, e.g. a family changes address and was unable to apply within the deadline.

Waiting List

A waiting list, held in admission criteria order, will remain open until the end of the Autumn Term of admission and will then be discarded.

Relevant Children in Care

Children who are in the care of the local authority in accordance with section 22 of the Children Act 1989(b) and who (a) are looked after at the time an application is made and (b) in relation to whom the local authority has confirmed that the children will still be looked after at the time when the child will be admitted to school.

Home Address

The home address is considered to be the child’s along with their parent’s main and genuine principal place of residence at the time of the allocation of places i.e. where they are normally and regularly living.  If a child is resident with friends or relatives (for reasons other than legal guardianship) the friends or relative’s address will not be considered for allocation purposes.

Applications other than the normal intake to reception class

An application should be made to the local authority who will need to consult with Governors.

Appeals

Parents who wish to appeal against the decision of the Governors to refuse their child a place in the school may apply in writing to the Chair of Governors.  Appeals will be heard by an independent panel.

*For admission purposes, a brother or sister is a child who lives at the same address and either: have one or both natural parents in common; are related by a parent’s marriage; are adopted or fostered by a common parent or are unrelated children who live at the same address, whose parents live as partners.
