AFTER SCHOOL CLUB FOR CHURCH EATON PRIMARY SCHOOL

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. To be legally defined as a “Pupil Focussed Extended School Service Facility”.

2. To be known as an After School Club.

3. To run from 3.20p.m. until 5.30 p.m.

4. To be directly managed by the Governing Body with line authority for decisions delegated to the Headteacher.

5. To be staffed by two employees.

6. To be self-funding in principle, but support from the budget is possible.

7. The cost, including a light meal, to be £8 per child.  A sibling will have £1 discount.  Fees are payable in advance, on a weekly basis and will be subject to review by the Governing Body.  Credit will be given in the form of an additional session for a cancellation if enough notice has been given.

8. Parents in debt, owing more than £20.00 will not be allowed to send their children to the club.

9. To come under the umbrella of the LA Insurance Scheme.

10. Children to use the school hall, John Evans room, toilets in the infants corridor and the playground.  Children must use the main entrance.

11. The healthy menu to vary according to items available.

12. Children must be registered as members of the After School Club and a daily register of attendance will be kept.  Only children from Church Eaton Primary School, who are registered, will be allowed to attend the Club.

13. The After School Club can be used on an “occasional basis”, provided the child/ren is/are registered with the After School Club, and must be booked in advance.

14. The Governing Body reserves the right to withdraw this facility should there be insufficient numbers attending.

15. The terms and conditions may be varied according to circumstances.
